From the grasslands
in the east to the red dunes of the west the slowly changing landscapes represents the many faces of this desert country. Our overnight stop is on
the doorstep of the dune fields and we fall asleep to the unique calls of the elusive Barking Gecko.

The road today leads way from the coast and takes us towards the Khorixas area. Today we will explore the Twyfelfontein Rock Engravings and the
Petrified Forest in the Kunene Region. This area has been inhabited for 6000 years by the Khoi San. These inhabitants used the site to conduct
shamanist rituals. In the process, 2500 rock paintings were created. This site displays one of the largest concentrations of rock petroglyphs in Africa.
Also on route, we visit the Petrified Forest, a national monument, comprising of prehistoric tree trunks now fossilised. In prehistoric times huge tree
trunks were washed down a river and deposited in alluvial sands, creating this relic.
